Our company sells ferrous scrap. The products offered for sale are cleaned from impurities, sorted out by types and sizes in accordance with St. Standard GOST 2787-75

                         Shredding of aluminum and steel scrap.

Shredding is carried out on a HKS-1250-23-III-U Thyssen shredder with a capacity of 35 to 50 t/hr. The initial material is loaded on an apron feed conveyer and is directed to the shredder via a slanting stationary chute. The material ground in the shredder is fed to a blow-through chamber where volatile materials and light impurities are separated from metal scrap. Then the cleaned metal scrap is passed through a magnetic drum where the magnetic metal fraction is separated from the non-magnetic fraction. Operation of the shredder is based on the straight passage of the material through all processing stages, which avoids congestion and undesirable accumulation of scrap. Such process makes it possible to obtain a high-quality raw material with a density of 1.0 to 1.5 t/m3 from dirty metal waste. This material is supplied to metallurgical plants. 

2. Separation of the magnetic fraction from the non-magnetic fraction (Al, Ni, Cu, Zn, etc.).

The shredder makes it possible to separate up to 90% of the magnetic or non-magnetic fraction, depending on the raw material. 

3. Processing of aluminum waste, such as lumps, chips and slag.

Aluminum lump scrap is processed as follows:

The scrap delivered to the enterprise through a radiation control system is weighed, sorted out into groups and fed to the processing plant in accordance with the heat log. The finished products are weighed and brought to the warehouse. 

The chip delivered to the enterprise through a radiation control system is weighed, crushed, dried, separated and fed to the processing plant for remelting. 

The aluminum slag delivered to the enterprise through a radiation control system is weighed and fed to the slag enrichment plant manufactured by US firm Altec and Spanish firm Remetal. The concentrate obtained as a result of enrichment is separated and fed to short-drum furnaces for melting. The finished product is weighed, bundled, marked and brought to the warehouse. 

4. Disposal (burial) of aluminum waste (slag with low aluminum content).

Our company can arrange for disposal of aluminum slag with low content of metal aluminum. The disposal cost is fixed in each concrete case. The company has its own disposal facilities dully fitted out in accordance an Austrian technology and approved by the competent authorities of the Russian Federation. Metal furnace sludge is accepted for disposal by our company free of charge; in some cases we can pay for the sludge if its metal content is larger than 60% of its gross weight. 

6. Cropping of large-sized ferrous scrap at the storage site.

For enterprises which, due to objective reasons, cannot carry out cropping of large-sized scrap we have formed mobile teams which carry out scrap cropping at the client's storage site. 
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
